Distributing literature on fireworks safety is a good thing to do just a few days
before the Fourth of July. Other seasonal topics include drinking and driving,
barbecue safety, camping and water safety.

August
As summer winds down, carnivals and county fairs get started. Use these to hand
information on the entire range of fire safety topics.

September
It's back to school time. Meet the kids at the schools and hand out new pencils with
fire safety messages printed on them. Discuss the importance of fire drills.

October
This is Fire Prevention Month. Coordinate with the school system to get the
message out in the classrooms. Remind everyone to change the battery in their
smoke detectors when they set their clocks back. Focus on Day-Cares and facilities
that deal with the elderly.

November
This is the start of the heating season. Join forces with local utilities companies
and include information on heater safety with the monthly bills. Hit the local stores
that sell heaters and hand out brochures covering basic fire safety, kerosene and
space heaters, and carbon monoxide poisoning. You can also hand out a checkilist
of items to include in an emergency road kit for the family vehicle.

December
Spend time visiting local stores to hand out Christmas tree and decoration safety
brochures. Place brochures at as many Christmas functions as possible.
Coordinate with the local churches to help spread the work about fire safety.

The main idea is that there are limitless possibilities for you to get the word out year
round. All you have to do is do it!
